Special Awards, Trophies and Encore performances

The following awards/trophies listed are received by festival participants through adjudicator
recommendation along with board consultation when needed. These are in addition to the awards that
the participants in each discipline receive from our donors (see #12 in the General rules section of our
syllabus). All awards listed below have been donated specifically for their discipline. Please contact
our Awards Coordinator if you wish to establish an award and/or trophy in a discipline of your choice.
The number of Encore Performances per discipline for the Festival Variety Showcase is determined by
the percentage of entries in the current festival year. (For example: If Piano entries represented 15%,
then they would have 5 of 35 encore performances in the concert.) Sometimes numbers are
recommended by the adjudicator and the performer is not available or the adjudicator may not
recommend enough to fulfill the number needed. However, we do our best to adhere to this standard.
For the Dance Gala, we invite each studio, within our boundaries, represented to submit a performance
along with an alternate. If we are able to, we extend this invitation to the studios outside our boundary
also. An invitation is generally extended to soloists who receive provincial recommendation and they
perform at either the FVS or Gala. Along with the adjudicator recommendations, we provide an
entertaining review of the Dance portion of our festival.
